Handicap
parking will be available closer to the Midway for those who have the state-issued
handicap-parking permit.

Webelos Scouts will have their own special activities in the Cub Scout Program Area

Camporee Meals

Saturday Lunch - For your convenience, we will have a vendor lunch available for sale
in an area near the Midway. Sheltered tables and chairs will aso be available along with
some live music. Lunch will be available for purchase starting around 11:30am. Come
and enjoy the purchased lunch right in the middle of the Fun so you don’t miss out on any
of the action! The pre-registration form includes a check box for your family’ s preference
for purchasing lunch or preparing your own in your campsite, updateable online. The
lunch price is currently expected to cost in the range of $6 - $12. Saturday lunch is NOT
included in the Camporee admission fee. Menus will be available online before the
Camporee to aid in your planning. Register for email updates to get the most current
lunch pricing.

All Other Meals — Are to be prepared in your campsite. No meals are included in the
Camporee price.
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Camping

Location: Cub Scout families will be camping in the MIS Brooklyn Highway
Campground. The entrance to this campground is off of Brooklyn Highway across from
Gate 2. This will be Cub Family Camping only. Boy Scouts & Venturers will have their
own areas. Each family will require its own equipment.

Camp Site: Each large group of sites will be called a Sub Camp. All camp operations are
based on Sub Camps. The standard sites are 20 feet x 40 feet of grass with borders
marked. Each family will be assigned a site as determined by the Sub Camp Chief. Up to
6 people may occupy a campsite. Please keep your gear within the boundaries of your
designated campsite.

Types of Camping — The Cub Scout Family Camping area will allow tents, pop-up
campers, trailers, and motor homes.

Water and Toilets and Electricity: There will be nearby water and portable toilets.
Showers will not be available. There will be no electrical hookups at the campground.
There will be no facility to empty your waste and no hookups are available. Please do not
use generators during sleeping hours, in order to preserve peace of your neighbors.

Vehicles— All vehicles will be required to have avehicle pass, given at check-in.
Y ou will have two options for parking your vehicle.

1. Park at campsite. (Vehicle must not be moved all weekend)

2. Parkin parking area (Vehicle is allowed to come and go)

Camping Rules

Cooking Charcoal Fires — We will alow contained, raised charcoal fires used for
cooking only. The use of liquid fuels for starting fire is prohibited. Do not leave fire
unattended. All ashes and remains must be taken off MIS property. We require units to
follow LNT. Unitswill be charged if maintenance hasto clean up your campsite.

Cooking & Fire Extinguishers

© Charcoal fires and stoves must be 10 feet from any vehicle or structure. Stoves built
into trailers alowed. No fire or stoves will be allowed in tents.

© White gas or Coleman fuel: please read the liquid fuel policy, in Guide to Safe
Scouting. Liquid fuels under adult supervision may be used for cooking out of doors.

© Fire extinguishers: All units will be requested to show proof of a working fire
extinguisher.

o All garbage, trash (in bags), and ashes must be taken home. (LNT).

Wood Fires - No wood fires of any kind by families will be alowed. Each Sub Camp
will have a common fire in their gathering area. Your family is encouraged bring lawn
chairs to socialize at this fire as part of a Sub Camp. MIS has strict policies on ground
fires and firewood. To ensure our continued use of the Speedway as a Camporee location;
only staff built wood fires will be allowed and cleaned up appropriately by staff.

Emerald Ash Borer (EAB) - Help stop the movement of exotic pests don’'t move
firewood! They can become established when infested firewood is transported to new
areas. Do not bring firewood from home. If you have already brought firewood from
home, do not take it back home, burn it at the Sub Camp Fire! EAB Info: (866) 325-0023.

Tent Camping Policies

© Do not ditch tents, dig holes, remove, or rake ground cover. Do not bring straw to
camp to usein campsite aress.

© No flame permitted in tents is a rule that must be enforced. Only flashlights and
electric lanterns are permitted in tents. Liquid fuel stoves, heaters, lanterns, lighted
candles, matches, and other flame sources should never be used in tents.
Do not pitch tents near open fires. Tents must be 10 feet from any fire source.
Do not use flammable chemicals near tents, charcoal lighter, and spray cans of paint,
bug killer, or repellent.

© Obey all fire laws, ordinances, and regulations.

© No fireworks. No illegal substances, alcohol, drugs or profanity will be tolerated.

Prescription medications are to be administered at the unit level following

established unit procedures.

The Cub Scout Promise and Law will be in effect.

No pets. (Pet boarding is available near track). See camporee website.

Buddy system must be enforced.

Pay phones must be used with an adult, except in emergencies.

Park only where the parking attendants instruct you to park, room must be left for

emergency access and handicap parking.

© In camp refer your questions to your Wagon Master or Sub Camp Chief. They are
there to help you.

o Interfering with and/or obstructing track officials or Camporee staff can result in
gjection, forfeiture of camping/attendance rights and prosecution.
Families will be billed for any damage.
Failure to comply with any of these rules may result in gection, forfeiture of
camping/attendance rights and prosecution.

Off Limit Areas - There will be several areas that are off-limits to the participants of the
Camporee. Respect our host, Michigan International Speedway. The track will be in use
during our visit. We will be able to view the operation on special tours by qualified
personnel. This is adangerous area. There are fences all over the Speedway grounds; they
are there for safety reasons. Do not climb over them. There are other areas a the
Speedway to support their daily operations, please stay away from them.

Alcoholic Beverages / Smoking - The Boy Scouts of America prohibits the use of
alcoholic beverages and controlled substances at any activity involving participation of
youth members. Adult leaders should support the attitude that young adults are better off
without tobacco and may not allow the use of tobacco products at any BSA activity
involving youth participants. All Scouting functions, meetings, and activities should be
conducted on a smoke-free basis, with smoking areas located away from all participants.
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Values

Introduction: As an invited guest to our Camporee, we want you to understand the
Values and Responsibilities that our organization upholds. Below are excerpts from our
Guidelines. We would expect you to abide by these guidelines while in attendance at the
event.

Values. The Boy Scouts of America (BSA) is a values-based youth development
organization that helps young people learn positive attributes of character, citizenship,
and personal fitness. The BSA has the expectation that all participants in the Scouting
program will relate to each other in accord with the principles embodied in the Scout
Oath and Law.

Responsibilities. One of the developmental tasks of childhood is to learn appropriate
behavior. Children are not born with an innate sense of propriety and they need guidance
and direction. The example set by positive adult role models is a powerful tool for
shaping behavior and a tool that is stressed in Scouting. All members of the Boy Scouts
of America are expected to conduct themselves in accordance with the principles set forth
in the Cub Scout Promise and Law of the Pack. Physical violence, hazing, bullying, theft,
verbal insults, and drugs and alcohol have no place in the Scouting program.

Health & Safety

Health Forms —Class | form is required for everyone at the Camporee and is retained by
the Parent in charge of the family for the weekend. Forms are available at the Council
Service Center or on the Camporee website.

Wristband Security - The Camporee Staff has a Health and Safety Chair who is charge
of Security of our Camporee and has been working in conjunction with local authorities
and Michigan International Speedway Security. We will identify that you are part of the
Camporee by a wristband applied at check-in registration. This wristband will allow you
access to al the age appropriate Camporee areas. The wristband will aso get special
pricing a some special surprises we have in the works. Please register on the website for
email updates to get the inside scoop

First Aid Stations - will be located at multiple sites around the Speedway. If an injury
(beyond what the Leader/Parent can handle) occurs, the injured person (accompanied by
the Leader/Parent) must be taken to a First Aid Station along with the injured person's
health forms for evaluation. First Aid locations will be identified at check-in.

M edical Emergencies - In case of an emergency, seek assistance from Camporee Staff.

Emergency Messages for Guests - In the case of an emergency, a message may be left
for guests by calling (734) 864-1984. The caller should have available the guest's name,
unit type and number. The Camporee staff will send personnel to that location and make
every attempt possible to deliver the message. Paging services are not available. Due to
the size of the event, there will be a delay in getting the message to the person

Emergency Warning Siren - The Jackson County Sheriff's Department activates the
emergency warning for three minutes for a tornado warning issued by the National
Wesather Service, or weather-spotting personnel see atornado. An up and down wail is an
indication of some other type of emergency. The Camporee Sound System will alert you
of additional information when available. Please be prepared to take appropriate actions
such as those listed below, recommended by national agencies.

Inclement Weather / Thunderstorms/ Lightning Safety - Find a low spot away from
trees, fences, poles and grandstands. If you feel your skin tingle or your hair stand on end,
squat low to the ground on the balls of your feet. Make yourself the smallest target
possible and minimize your contact with the ground.

Tornado Safety - Seek shelter, stay away from windows and grandstands. Get out of
automobiles. Lie flat in a nearby ditch or depression. Avoid flying debris.

Special Notes

Scouts Canada Insurance & Permits - Groups planning to travel outside Canada are
required to complete a Tour Permit form per their Provincial Office Policies. Y ou can get
the forms from your local Scout Office. Note: Groups traveling outside Canada must
carry adequate "Out of Country Medical Insurance” and, where applicable, "Trip
Cancellation Insurance”. This coverage can be purchased from your travel agent.

Scouts Canada Privacy - BSA Policy States. Male and female leaders must have
separate deeping facilities. Married couples may share the same quarters if appropriate
facilities are available. Male and female youth participants will not share the same
sleeping facility. No youth will stay in the tent of an adult other than his or her parent or
guardian.

LDS General Conference — We are attempting to line up a special viewing area for the
LDS General Conference Broadcast from BYU either by Dish Network or a live
streaming web viewing via www.byu.tv on the large screen. We will update the status of
this on the Camporee Website and by the Monthly Email Updates.

Reverence — We have arranged the weekend program so that all awards are handed out
on Saturday Evening to respect the religious beliefs of those that wish to attend religious
services on Sunday. We will also be providing on the Camporee website a list of nearby
religious services for those who wish to attend. Camporee religious services will be
Saturday Evening. Please contact the Camporee Staff before September 21% if you intend
to leave Saturday Night or Early Sunday Morning, so we can make arrangements.

Better Campsite L ocation - By pre-registering early, your unit will get a closer campsite
to the action.

Time-Slot Signup - Due to popularity, some events will require a scheduled time slot.

The Monthly Email
Updates will notify you when sign-ups are available online. So please register for the
monthly email updates online. Sign-ups will be available online till September 21%. After
that you will have to signup for timeslots at the camporee.

Registration

Fees - The fee is $15 per person with a $30 family non-refundable deposit before
September 21st. The $30 pre-reservation deposit is applied toward total fees. Families not
pre-registered before September 21st will pay an extra $5 per person. Tota payment is
due at arrival.

Siblings — Siblings, who have not entered first grade, will be free. They still need to be
registered, for Speedway security purposes.

Pre-Registration Flexibility - We are trying to give each family as much flexibility as
possible for getting signed up without knowing their actual attendance numbers. Please
try to estimate numbers as closely as possible. The staff has been working on a quality
event since February of 2006 and we will be reviewing the registration numbers to ensure
there are more than enough activities for all to participate in. Accuracy in registration
numbers will allow for better event planning.

Once you pull into the Campground, park in the check-in parking area, gather the
paperwork and the whole family

Family Photos: Our Camp Photographer will be taking family photos, please look
your best at this point.

Checking your paperwork: Verify that all your forms are filled out before you
arrive at the Camporee or approach the registration tent. We will verify that your
forms and health information are correct.

Receive Vehicle/Parking Passes: Y ou will receive one pass per vehicle. This must
be placed on the driver side dashboard, and must remain there until you head for
home. This will identify your vehicle at the Camporee.

Attaching Wrist Bands: Everyone needs to be at the registration so we can attach
the security wristbands. These will be checked at al activities and to enter into the
different areas of the Speedway. Thisis for everybody's safety and access.

Receive Pre-ordered Items and Patches: If your family pre-ordered any items you
will pick them up at this point. Plus you get your cool patches.

Paying your balance: Once your paperwork is verified, you will pay the balance
you owe. (Minus deposit if you pre-registered). Only cash or check.

Reviewing Camporee rules: Next your whole family will get a quick review of the
rules of the campsites and Camporee.

Driving to campsite: All the roads are one way. Speed limit 5 mph, please drive
safely. Please follow the directions of the attendants.

Unloading your gear: Please verify your campsite numbers, as you will be asked
to move, if you setup in the wrong campsites. When you arrive at the campsite,
park on the grass area in your site. All backing up must be done with the use of a
gpotter outside the vehicle, to avoid backing over someone.

You will have to option to leave your vehicle in your site (if you will not drive it
the whole time your are camping) or parking your vehicles in the long-term
parking lot, if you plan to leave anytime during the time the weekend. Parking in
the long-term lot will be regulated so that we can park as many cars as possible.
Setting up the Campsite: Please keep your camping gear within the boundaries of
your campsite. All camping gear and vehicle should be at least 5 feet off the
campground road.

Make sure you visit your Wagon Master or Sub Camp Chief to review and sign
your Check-In sheet. They will show you what special features are available in
your Sub Camp and go over where the portable toilets, water supply, meeting
location, parade grounds, first aid, and where your access gates are located.

Departure

Procedure - This information will be discussed a the Sub Camp meeting on Saturday
night. Checkout will be conducted on a Sub Camp basis.

1. Breakdown your camp.

2. Police site before you request a Wagon Master or Sub Camp Chief to inspect your
site.

Arrange for a checkout inspection by the Sub Camp Chief for your area.

On Sunday, when you are ready to leave, the Sub Camp Chief will inspect your site.
All parked vehicles must be kept off the road.

Make sure you get your site approved before leaving. This is the method used in Boy
Scouts and at our Council Camps so we are following the same practices here.
