If your brother or sister is
of  Boy Scout age they can participate in some of  the activities set aside for the older
youth. Even your little brother or sister will  have activities waiting for them. Adults can
get caught up on the latest in Scouting and meet other adults and leaders at the Adult
Oasis where there will  be programs and races just for you.

NOTE: Detailed Program Times will  be published on-line before the camporee and
available at the Camporee at check-in. Please sign-up for email  updates to get notified of
the availability  of  schedule  details.  Some times may  change due to  unexpected
circumstance; we developed the program early to allow better planning by all.
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Fun Day Program

Tricycle Race -  Each Den will  be required to have a complete pit  crew and change
drivers in this race. Multiple laps will  be required around the course. The Den with the
fastest time will  win. So every few laps your driver will  want to make a pit stop to fuel
up, and change drivers. Bring your helmet, as they are required for all riders.

Push Cart Races – Start building your car today at your Den Meetings and bring it to the
Speedway for some fun racing. There will  be different courses for different type of races.
Races will  be happening all  day long. Some of the races will  be: Speed Race, Obstacle
Race,  Relay  Race,  and  Lap Race.  See the Camporee website for  photos,  building
instructions, and race rules. Bring your helmet, as they are required for all riders. 

Pre-built Pinewood Derby – Come race one of our pinewood derby cars. This activity is
great  for  the siblings to get  a chance to race against  their  brothers.  We will  have a
separate track setup to allow racing of our pre-built cars. This is a just ‘ for the fun of it’
event.

Open Racing Pinewood Derby – Bring your car from home and race in our open racing
time. Build a new one or use an existing one. Car must fit a standard Track. This is a just
‘ for the fun of it’  event.

Space Derby – Race one of our pre-built Space Derby Vehicles at our raceway. Pick one
of our Space rockets, wind up the propeller, attach it to the control line, and then watch
your miniature rocket  blast  off  down the line to see if  whose rocket  will  “Lead The
Race”. Join in the fun as the countdown begins for the space race of the century.

Disability Awareness – There will  be a variety of activities that allow the participants to
become more aware of  the needs of  others. For example try using a cane to navigate
through a maze. Or experience life in a wheel chair through a obstacle course.

Skill Activities – This area will  have a variety of activities that test your skill. Challenge
yourself  as you carefully cross one of the rope bridges. Have your Den work together to
build an ultra high tower to the sky. Or try to climb Jacob’s Ladder before it  flips over
and tosses you off, this is a true test of balance.

Sports –  We have the tons of  space at  the Speedway so are setting up areas for  all
different sports and games. Try out a new sport or play your favorite. We will  have short
games of  Bowling,  Volleyball,  Baseball,  Basketball,  Frisbee  Golf,  Table  Tennis,
Ultimate, Badminton, Soccer, Roller Hockey, Miniature Golf, Tennis, Marbles, and more.

Note:  Please bring your  own roller  blades and proper ly  fitted helmet  that  meets
American  National  Standards Institute (ANSI)  standards;  padded  gloves,  wrist
supports, and elbow and kneepads. (Proper  gear  must  be worn;  otherwise roller
blade use will not be allowed. This is a Skating BSA Activity)
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M ore Fun Day Program

Rocketry - Model rockets will  be available to build and launch for an additional  charge,
these must be ordered before the Camporee, so we can guarantee availability. Additional
rockets may available at the Camporee in the Trading Post. But they will  be on a first
come, first serve basis. See the website for ordering information.

Archery Range – Come learn how to shoot a bow and arrow or sharpen your skills. We
will  have properly trained supervisors and all  standards for BSA shooting sports will  be
enforced.

BB Shooting Range – This is what everybody wants so come learn how to shoot a BB
Gun at  targets.  We will  have properly trained supervisors and all  standards for  BSA
shooting sports will  be enforced. We will  have multiple stations for shooting.

Slingshot Range – Come have fun with our slingshots and do some target shooting.

M idway - The Midway will  be 26 acres of fun. Yes this is HUGE! Actually we will  have
two Midways. The two Midways will  be open at different times due for setup constraints
and  safety  of  the participants.  Midway  to include:  race car  drivers,  AAA  driving
simulator, sport cars, classic cars, top speed dragsters, new cars, future cars, motorcycles,
robotics,  races,  contests,  demonstrations,  exhibits,  live music,  patch trading,  NASA
exhibits, and much more. We are planning this area to be something for everyone. To get
a current list of the activities being planned for the midway and the Camporee go to the
Camporee website and register for the Camporee update emails. The status changes to the
planning of the activities will  be emailed monthly. On the Camporee website you can get
the current status of  all  the Activities at the Camporee including the Midway. Entrance
into activities on the Midway will be restricted based on wristband colors. Some activities
are only for Cub Scouts, Boy Scouts, or Venturers, but most will  be for anybody. A few
of  the Boy Scout age activities will  be based on age restrictions and Permission slip
submittal.

Grandstand Track  Viewing Tour  -  There will  be designated times that you will  be
allowed to climb up into the grandstands to get a birds eye view of track operations, with
real race cars on the 2-mile oval. Your tour guide will  tell  you all about the operations of
a real Speedway. 

Track  Operations Tour – There will  be special  tours of  the facility  available at
designated times; early registration will  allow you to be first to sign up for this tour. Your
tour guide will tell you all about the operations of a real speedway. 

LDS General Conference – We are attempting to line up a special  viewing area for the
LDS General  Conference Broadcast  from BYU  either  by  Dish  Network  or  a live
streaming web viewing via www.byu.tv on the large screen. We will  update the status of
this on the Camporee website and by the monthly email  updates.
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Adult Program

Adult  Oasis - We are providing an area right off  the Midway for adults to sit back and
relax during the Saturday Program*. Here you will find a special place to interact with the
other adults, grab a small  break, and refuel. Make sure you stop by both in the morning
and the afternoon, as the area will  offer different things as the day progresses. This is the
place to find out about all  the special  adult only opportunities at the Camporee. Special
adult only programs will  be operated out of this area. Our adult program crew comprised
of seasoned Scouters will  be able to help answer those tough scouting questions. Don’t
forget your swimsuit  and towel; seriously, we have some special  opportunities just  for
you.

Adult  Pinewood Derby – Adults are encouraged to build their own cars and come race
them at the Camporee. This is a just ‘ for the fun of it’  event. We want to see the best
designs out there. 
 
Memorabilia Display - Do you have some scouting Memorabilia to display? We will
have an area next to the Adult Oasis to display your collection. Let us know how much
space you need and we will  set an area aside for you.

Patch Trading – The adult Oasis is a great place for adults to trade some patches. Bring
them to the Oasis with you. 

Training - Need a quick brush up on Youth Protection Training or Safety Afloat? Get it
hands on here at the Oasis. Times will be posted on the Camporee website and at the
Camporee as we get the schedule nailed down.

*Note -  Your  children  need to be under  the direct  supervision  of  another  adult
whenever  you must leave them (such as a tr ip to the portable toilet or  participation
in the adult programs.)
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Getting Ready

Transportation at  the Speedway - Due to the enormous size of  this facility we are
keeping the areas of  the Cub Scout  Program close to each other.  There will  be a
pedestrian bridge (with steps) between the Cub Scout Program area and the Midway.
Everyone is expected to walk across the pedestrian walkway for your safety. Plan to do
some walking. Handicap parking will  be available closer to the Midway for those who
have the state-issued handicap-parking permit. 

Webelos &  Troops -  National  guidelines dictate that  Webelos are not  allowed to
participate in Boy Scout activities at the Camporee. But we are going to be offering a
special tour of the Boy Scout Program in Action for Webelos. 

Handicap Parking: There will  be designated Handicap parking. A state issued permit
will be required. Please indicate on your registration form if there are any special needs.

Saturday Lunch - For your convenience, we will  have a vendor lunch available for sale
in an area near the Midway. Sheltered tables and chairs will  also be available along with
some live music. Lunch will  be available for purchase starting around 11:30am. Come
and enjoy the purchased lunch right in the middle of the Fun so you don’t miss out on any
of  the action!  The pre-registration form includes a check  box  asking if  you plan to
purchase lunch, updateable online. The lunch price is currently expected to cost in the
range of  $6 - $12. Saturday lunch is NOT included in the Camporee admission fee.
Menus will  be available online before the Camporee to aid in your planning. Register for
email updates to get the most current lunch pricing. 

Camping - We are offering Cub Scout Family Camping at the Camporee. There is a
separate information package describing the Cub Scout Family Camping. There is also a
different fee for the Cub Scout Family Camping Program. See the Camporee Website for
details. Cub Family Camping fee includes admission to Cub Fun Day at the Camporee.

Related Advancement – We designed the activities to be related to the advancement of
the Cub Scout Program. You will  see many activities related to the Academics and Sports
Programs. You will need to keep track of you scout’s advancement, as there will  be many
options to choose from.

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Camporee Rules

The Rules 
· Scout Oath and Law, Outdoor Code and Unit Regulations are the Rule of Conduct

for everyone at camp. 
· No climbing of fences.
· Two Deep Adult Leadership at all  times. Your children still  need to be under the

direct supervision of another adult whenever you must leave them (such as a trip
to the portable toilet or participation in a adult activity.)

· Stay off private property; respect the Speedway neighbors.
· Do not put cans, bottles, trash, garbage, or wastewater into portable toilets.
· Do not interfere with other groups camping area or their equipment.
· Climbing, cutting, or disfiguring of any standing trees or shrubs is prohibited.
· No digging at the Speedway or ditching tents.
· No alcohol or illegal drugs allowed at the Camporee.
· No fireworks. No illegal  substances, alcohol, drugs or profanity will  be tolerated.

Prescription medications are to be administered  at  the unit  level  following
established unit procedures.

· The Cub Scout Promise and Law of the Pack will  be in effect.
· No pets. (Pet boarding is available near track).
· Buddy system must be enforced.
· Park only where the parking attendants instruct you to park, room must be left for

emergency access and handicap parking.
· Interfering with and/or obstructing track officials or Camporee Staff  can result in

ejection, forfeiture of camping/attendance rights and prosecution.
· Units will be billed for any damage.
· Failure to comply with any of  these rules may result  in ejection,  forfeiture of

camping/attendance rights and prosecution.

Off L imit Areas - There will  be several areas that are off-limits to the participants of the
Camporee. Respect our host, Michigan International Speedway. The track will  be in use
during our visit.  We will  be able to view the operation on special  tours by qualified
personnel. This is a dangerous area. There are fences all over the Speedway grounds; they
are there for  safety reasons.  Do not  climb over  them.  There are other  areas at  the
Speedway to support their daily operations, please stay away from them. 

Alcoholic Beverages /  Smoking - The Boy Scouts of  America prohibits the use of
alcoholic beverages and controlled substances at any activity involving participation of
youth members. Adult leaders should support the attitude that young adults are better off
without tobacco and may not  allow the use of  tobacco products at  any BSA  activity
involving youth participants. All  Scouting functions, meetings, and activities should be
conducted on a smoke-free basis, with smoking areas located away from all participants.
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 Values

Introduction: As an invited guest  to our Camporee, we want  you to understand the
Values and Responsibilities that our organization upholds. Below are excerpts from our
Guidelines. We would expect you to abide by these guidelines while in attendance at the
event. 

Values: The Boy Scouts of  America (BSA)  is a values-based  youth development
organization that helps young people learn positive attributes of  character, citizenship,
and personal  fitness. The BSA has the expectation that all  participants in the Scouting
program will  relate to each other in accord with the principles embodied in the Scout
Oath and Law. 

Responsibilities: One of  the developmental  tasks of  childhood is to learn appropriate
behavior. Children are not born with an innate sense of propriety and they need guidance
and direction.  The example set  by positive adult  role models is a powerful  tool  for
shaping behavior and a tool that is stressed in Scouting. All  members of the Boy Scouts
of America are expected to conduct themselves in accordance with the principles set forth
in the Cub Scout Promise and Law of the Pack. Physical violence, hazing, bullying, theft,
verbal insults, and drugs and alcohol have no place in the Scouting program.

Cub Scout Promise - I promise to do my best to do my duty to God and my country, to
help other people, and to obey the Law of the Pack.

The Law of the Pack - The Cub Scout follows Akela.  The Cub Scout helps the pack go.
The pack helps the Cub Scout grow.  The Cub Scout gives goodwill.
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Health &  Safety

Health Forms - Class I forms are required for everyone at the Camporee and are retained
by the Leader in charge of the unit  for the weekend. Forms are available at the Council
Service Center or on the Camporee website.

Wristband Security - The Camporee Staff has a Health and Safety Chair who is charge
of security of our Camporee and has been working in conjunction with local  authorities
and Michigan International  Speedway Security. We will  identify that you are part of the
Camporee by a wristband applied at check-in registration. This wristband will  allow you
access to all  the age appropriate Camporee areas. The wristband will  also get special
pricing at some special surprises we have in the works. Please register on the website for
email updates to get the inside scoop.

First  Aid Stations - will  be located at multiple sites around the Speedway. If an injury
(beyond what the Leader/Parent can handle) occurs, the injured person (accompanied by
the Leader/Parent) must be taken to a First Aid Station along with the injured person's
health forms for evaluation. First Aid locations will  be identified at Check-in.

Medical Emergencies - In case of an emergency, seek assistance from Camporee Staff. 

Camporee Emergency Phone - Emergency Only Phone is: (734) 864-1984

Emergency Messages for  Guests - In the case of an emergency, a message may be left
for guests by calling (734) 864-1984. The caller should have available the guest's name,
unit type and number. The Camporee staff will  send personnel to that location and make
every attempt possible to deliver the message. Paging services are not available. Due to
the size of the event, there will  be a delay in getting the message to the person.

Emergency Warning Siren -  The Jackson County Sheriff's Department  activates the
emergency warning for  three minutes for  a tornado warning issued by the National
Weather Service, or weather-spotting personnel see a tornado. An up and down wail  is an
indication of some other type of emergency. The Camporee Sound System will  alert you
of additional  information when available. Please be prepared to take appropriate actions
such as those listed below, recommended by national agencies.
 
Inclement Weather  / Thunderstorms / L ightning Safety - Find a low spot away from
trees, fences, poles and grandstands. If you feel your skin tingle or your hair stand on end,
squat  low to the ground on the balls of  your feet. Make yourself  the smallest  target
possible and minimize your contact with the ground. 

Tornado Safety - Seek shelter, stay away from windows and grandstands. Get out of
automobiles. Lie flat in a nearby ditch or depression. Avoid flying debris.
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Ear ly Bird Registration

Benefits – Our staff wants to give your unit the most incentive to register early. Here is a
list of some of the benefits:

Time-Slot  Signup -  Due to popularity, some events will  require a scheduled time slot.
Sign up for these events is recommended since we anticipate high attendance figures, due
to the extreme amount of  interest already generated by this event. The Monthly Email
Updates will  notify you when sign-ups are available online.  So please register  for the
monthly email  updates online. Sign-ups will  be available online till  September 21st. After
that you will  have to signup for timeslots at the camporee.

Door Prize Bag – We have been out getting some interesting donations to provide a door
prize to first come, first served on the pre-registration list. Yes, there will  be some cool
racing stuff in these bags!

Pre-ordering of I tems – There will  be a Trading Post at the Camporee. We recommend
you pre-order your extra patches, T-shirts, &  other program materials. Some Pre-ordered
items will  be available for pick up at Camporee Check-In and some will  be shipped to
you. Forms will  be available online to pre-order items. Sign up for email  updates to get
the latest offerings. Different items will have different cut offs.

Express Check-in - We will  have multiple lines to speed the check-in process. Your pre-
registration and online changes will  help you speed through the process. Help us by
updating the data online and we will  get you in on the FUN faster.
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Registration Explained

Fees - The fee is $10 per person with a $60 (Pack or Den) non-refundable deposit before
September 21st. The $60 pre-reservation deposit  is applied toward total  fees. Packs or
Dens not pre-registered before September 21st  will  pay an extra $5 per person. Total
payment is due at arrival.

Siblings – Siblings, who have not entered first grade, will  be free. They still  need to be
registered, for Speedway security purposes.

Family Deposit – If most of  your Pack is Cub Family Camping and only one or two
families will  be attending Cub Scout  Fun Day then those families may pre-register
independently with a $20 pre-registration deposit. We would really prefer you to try to
encourage more families to attend and register as a Pack as this would allow each adult a
little free time to partake in the adult  offerings while another adult  with your Pack is
watching your child. 

Pre-Registration Flexibility - We are trying to give each Pack as much flexibility as
possible for getting signed up without knowing their actual attendance numbers. Please
try to estimate numbers as close as possible. The staff  has been working on a quality
event since February of 2006 and we will  be reviewing the registration numbers to ensure
there are more than enough activities for all  to participate in.  Accuracy in registration
numbers will  allow for better event planning. Please update your numbers online if  they
change!  Acceptable forms of  payment  include credit  cards,  checks,  and cash before
September 21, 2007.

Registration at Event (check-in) - Payment is due in full  upon arrival  at the event. The
Pack pre-registration deposit will  be deducted from the amount due. Pack check-in forms
are included in this packet. Copy & keep one for your records and turn the second copy in
at registration along with the appropriate fees. At the event only checks and cash will  be
accepted. No credit cards at the event.

Avoid Check-in Confusion – Dens check with your  Pack  leaders to see if  they are
registering as a Pack or by Dens. Also check to see which families are participating in the
Cub Family  Camping,  as they need to register  separately as a Family  for  Camping.
(Family Camp fee includes admission to Cub Fun Day.) For all  pre-registrations before
September 21, 2007, the staff  will  be checking to see if  any Packs and Den are cross-
registered to help  avoid  confusion  at  check-in.  Please help  us,  as we expect  high
attendance.

Out-of-Council  Units  -  Will  need to show proof  of  accident  insurance or incur  an
additional  $1 fee per person. We will  be checking for Tour Permits at Check-in.  We
know some units are already planning to come from other states.
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Packing Up 

Things Not to Forget - Ok, we want to make sure EVERYONE including adults gets in
on the fun. So everyone should remember to bring the following.

· Skating participants should bring properly  fitted helmets that  meet  American

National Standards Institute (ANSI) standards; padded gloves; wrist supports; and
elbow and kneepads.

· Rain Gear – Note: This event will  go rain or shine. We have huge tents to shelter
activities from the weather.

What to leave home 
· Family Radios: Yes, those walkie-talkie things. We are already struggling with all

the Radio Frequencies of the equipment we are using at the Speedway. So help us
by staying off the radio waves. We will  be using high-power Speedway radios for
Communications.

· Radio controlled anything: A lot of our exhibitors will  also be on the radio waves.
So help us with the safety of the participants and stay off the radio waves.

· Pack Photo: Our Camp Photographer will  be taking Den Photos, Please look your
best at this point. 

· Checking your paperwork: Verify that all  your forms are filled out before you
arrive at the Camporee or approach the registration tent. We will  verify that your
forms and health information is correct.

· Attaching Wrist Bands: Everyone needs to be at the registration so we can attach
the security wristbands. These will  be checked at all activities and to enter into the
different areas of the Speedway. This is for everybody's safety.
