at least 16 years of age; (2) Have at least six months driving experience as a
licensed driver; (3) No record of accidents or moving violations; (4) Parental
permission has been granted to the tour leader, driver, and passengers.
We highly recommend an adult driver because the driver will not actually

participate. He/she just goes where the crew tells them. You'll have more fun if
you are not driving!

Lead The Race Points- All Activities on this page will earn points.

Polar Bear (Walk or Run or Bike) - Wake up and stretch and be ready to go at
daybreak! Thisis an optional activity. We'll get started shortly at sunrise while your other
campers are making breakfast for you. Y ou can walk the short loop, run the middle length
one, or bike the long one - all to wake up and get ready for the day's looooong list of
events! This is not a race, but an event you might have missed at summer camp without
the water. Bring your Crew, the more the merrier! Note: Bicyclers need to wear a helmet

properly.

Impaired Driving Simulator - Test your skills in driving while artificially impaired.
This smulated activity allows you to drive a special vehicle through a marked off course.
You will wear Fatal Vision® goggles to see what it would be like if you had actually been
impaired. Thisis operated by the Michigan State Police.

Inflatable Obstacle Course - Now this is a high adventure activity! Test your skill on
our Inflatable Obstacle Course, which spans many yards and challenges your entire body
as well as your determination. Bring your Crew to cheer you on or try it as an entire
Crew. The possibilities are endless.

Tricycle Race - Each Crew will be required to have a complete pit crew to change
driversin this race. Multiple laps will be required around the course. The Crew with the
fastest time will win. But if you run out of fuel along the way your team will have to be
towed back to the pits and lose valuable time. So every few laps your driver will want to
make a pit stop to check thetires, fuel up, and change drivers.

FormulaOne Race - Race your Bicycle on the 1.8-mile long FormulaOne road course at
the Speedway. This race will require you to ride up and down hills on a paved road course
that was used during Formula One races. There is also a nice hairpin turn on the track.
BYOB: (Bring Your Own Bike) You may have any size bike, any number of gears, but
you've got to wear a helmet! In order to make it a Crew event, this will be a 4-stage relay
with no leg longer than one (1) mile. So choose wisely who will ride which section of the
course based on their physical fitness and type of bike? Any style of bike is allowed to
race. Thisis an endurance race.

Bikathalon - This is a combination bicycle, shooting, and obstacle course event. You
will first have instruction on the layout of the course and the shooting information. Then
when you race you will ride through the course, jump off your bicycle, and run over to a
shooting station, shoot at the targets, and then run back to your bike and complete the
course. This course will be comprised of hills and trails, but will not have any mountain
bike skill areas. This will be a combined time and accuracy event.

Non-Bicycle Activities — Bring your helmet, kneepads, elbow pads, wrist guards, &
gloves for these activities. | heard some really cool ideas to get your feet off the ground.

Lead The Race Points - All activities on this page will earn points.

Confidence Course - Your Crew will have to navigate through four tough obstacles
using the seven basic confidence skills: Team Work, Self-confidence, Trust, Leadership,
Communication, Decision-Making, & Problem Solving.

Drag Races - You may have any size bike, any number of gears, it doesn't matter, but
you've got to wear a helmet. You'll be racing a straight course, 75 yards max, against your
competition, for time. Start working to develop those leg muscles now.

Rocketry - Model rockets will be available to build and launch for an additional charge.
Order forms will be available online. Notification of when the forms will be available
will be through the monthly email update, make sure your unit is signed up for the
Monthly Email Update. Rockets must be purchased before the cut off date, so we can
guarantee availability. Additional rockets may be available a the Camporee in the
Trading Post. But they will be on afirst come, first serve basis.

Push Cart Races— This is a bunch of different kind of Crazy Races on pavement. Some
will be for speed and some for agility. Front wheel steering will be beneficial. See the
Camporee Website for Push Cart designs. All carts must be pushed; riders must wear a
properly fitted helmet and have a seat belt. Full details of race type and times will be
available before the Camporee on the website and at check-in at the Camporee.

Midway - The Midway will be 26 acres of fun. YES this is HUGE! Actually, we will
have two Midways. The two Midways will be open at different times due to setup
constraints and safety of the participants. Midway to include: race car drivers, AAA
driving smulator, sport cars, classic cars, top speed dragsters, new cars, future cars,
motorcycles, robotics, races, contests, demonstrations, exhibits, live bands, patch trading,
NASA exhibits, and much more.

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Scoring & Awards

Scoring — Crew data will be entered into the 'Lead The Race' Real Time Scoring System
and each crew will receive a special 'Lead The Race' Crew Electronic Scoring Card.
When Crews attend different activities and events throughout the weekend, they will
receive electronic point cards. These are special cards that allow them to enter their points
into the 'Lead The Race' Scoring system when used with their Crew card. Note: this
system is electronic and 100% auditable. The beauty of the system is that every crew will
know their position in the race at any time during the weekend competition.

Point System - The total number of points available a any event will be based on the
total time that that event should take. For example, the Formula One Road Race will take
four times longer than the Driving Simulator, but will also be worth four times as many
points. This makes it possible for each Crew to choose the activities of their interest and
still compete with equal point coverage. Hint: Some activities that you would not think
would earn points will earn your Crew points.

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Getting Ready

Preparing You - We recommend that everyone (adults included) prepare himself or
herself for the Camporee by learning more about bicycle care and riding. A good way to
do thisis to refer to the Cycling Merit Badge Book. We will have severa races and skill
areas related to bicycles. There will also be skill-type obstacle courses for bicycles.

Transportation at the Speedway - Due to the enormous size of this facility we are
recommending that Boy Scouts and Leaders (yes adults) bring their bicycles and helmets
to this Camporee to aid in getting to program areas. The distance from the farthest
campsite to the farthest program site is over 1.5 miles. There will be strict rules on when
and where bicycles can be used, but this will add additional excitement to the weekend.
All bicycle riders must wear a Snell Memorial Foundation or the American National
Standards Ingtitute (ANSI) standard helmet. There will also be Trams to move people
between areas for those that do not bring bicycles. But you will have to wait for the
Trams.

Handicap Parking: There will be designated Handicap Parking. A state issued permit
will be required. Please indicate on your registration form if there are any special needs.

Related Advancement - Many of the activities at the Camporee can be counted toward
advancement. Check your Venturing Handbook to see which award you might like to
work on.

Camping

Location: Venturing Crews will be camping in the MIS Brookfest Campground. The
entrance to this campground is off Daugherty Road at M-50. This will be Venturing Tent
camping only. Boy Scout Troops and Cub Family Campers will have their own areas, and
each Crew will require its own equipment.

Camp Site: Each large group of sites will be called a Sub Camp. All camp operations are
based on Sub Camps. The standard sites are 20 feet x 40 feet of grass with borders
marked. Each Crew will be assigned multiple adjoining sites based on pre-registration
size and as determined by the Sub Camp Chief. Please keep your gear within the
boundaries of your designated campsites.

Water and Toilets and Electricity: There will be nearby water and portable toilets.
Showers will not be available. There will be no electrical hookups at the campground.
Generatorswill not be allowed, in order to preserve peace of your neighbors.

Vehicles - Absolutely no personal vehicles will be alowed to remain in the camping
areas. All vehicles must be parked in the overnight parking area. All vehicles will be
required to have a vehicle pass, given at check-in.

Trailers—Unit equipment and bicycle trailers will be allowed a the campsite

Camping Rules

Cooking Charcoal Fires — We will alow contained, raised charcoal fires used for
cooking only. The use of liquid fuels for starting fire is prohibited. Do not leave fire
unattended. All ashes and remains must be taken off MIS property. We require units to
follow LNT. Unitswill be charged if maintenance hasto clean up your campsite.

Cooking & Fire Extinguishers

© Charcoal fires and stoves must be 10 feet from any vehicle or structure. Stoves built
into trailers alowed. No fire or stoves will be allowed in tents.

© White gas or Coleman fuel: please read the liquid fuel policy, in Guide to Safe
Scouting. Liquid fuels under adult supervision may be used for cooking out of doors.

© Fire extinguishers: All units will be requested to show proof of a working fire
extinguisher.

o All garbage, trash (in bags), and ashes must be taken home. (LNT).

Wood Fires - No wood fires of any kind by Crews will be allowed. Each Sub Camp will
have a common fire in their gathering area. Your unit is encouraged bring lawn chairs to
socialize at this fire as part of a Sub Camp. MIS has strict policies on ground fires and
firewood. To ensure our continued use of the Speedway as a Camporee location; only
staff built wood fires will be allowed and cleaned up appropriately by staff.

Emerald Ash Borer (EAB) - Help stop the movement of exotic pests don’'t move
firewood! They can become established when infested firewood is transported to new
areas. Do not bring firewood from home. If you have already brought firewood from
home, do not take it back home, burn it at the Sub Camp Fire! EAB Info: (866) 325-0023.

Tent Camping Policies

© Do not ditch tents, dig holes, remove, or rake ground cover. Do not bring straw to
camp to usein campsite aress.

© No flame permitted in tents is a rule that must be enforced. Only flashlights and
electric lanterns are permitted in tents. Liquid fuel stoves, heaters, lanterns, lighted
candles, matches, and other flame sources should never be used in tents.
Do not pitch tents near open fires. Tents must be 10 feet from any fire source.
Do not use flammable chemicals near tents, charcoal lighter, and spray cans of paint,
bug killer, or repellent.

© Obey all fire laws, ordinances, and regulations.

© The Venturing Oath and Code along with Unit Regulations will be in effect for
everyone at camp.

No climbing of fences.

Two Deep Adult Leadership at al times.

Stay off private property; respect the Speedway neighbors.

Do not put cans, bottles, trash, garbage, or wastewater into portable toilets.

Do not interfere with other groups camping area or their equipment.

Climbing, cutting, or disfiguring of any standing trees or shrubs is prohibited.

No digging at the Speedway or ditching tents.

No alcohol or illegal drugs allowed at the Camporee.

No fireworks. No illegal substances, acohol, drugs or profanity will be tolerated.

Prescription medications are to be administered at the unit level following established
unit procedures.

No pets. (Pet boarding is available near track). See camporee website.

Buddy system must be enforced.

Pay phones must be used with an adult leader, except in emergencies.

Park only where the parking attendants instruct you to park, room must be left for
emergency access and handicap parking.

In camp refer your questions to your Sub Camp Chief. They are there to help you.
Interfering with and/or obstructing track officials or Camporee Staff can result in
gjection, forfeiture of camping/attendance rights and prosecution.

Units will be billed for any damage.

Y outh spending the night must be registered members of the Boy Scouts of America
No siblings or unregistered youth will be allowed to spend the night, unless visiting to
join.

Bike Safety Orientation must be completed prior to using a bike at the Camporee.
Bikes must have the owner's name and crew number affixed to the bike,
preferably attached to the center bar of the bike.

Snell Memorial Foundation or the American National Standards Institute (ANSI)
approved helmets are required to be worn properly by all those riding bikes. Unit
numbers must be affixed to the helmet in 2-inch high numbers.

Bikes are limited to Speedway roads only, except for certain activities.

Bikes are to be operated during daylight hours only. Bikes are not to be operated
during hours of darkness.

Bikes must remain on the Speedway grounds.

Bike riders must insure they park their bikes in designated places only. If abike is
parked in a place that impedes the flow of traffic, it will be moved and impounded
for 2 hours by the Camporee Security Staff.

Do not operate bikes in non-bicycle program areas or campsites.

Bike riders must announce their presence when approaching walkers.

Trams and walkers have the right away to bikers.

The Great Sauk Trail Council and Michigan International Speedway are not
responsible for damage or loss of personal bikes helmets or equipment. Lock your
bike!

Bring adaypack or book bag to carry your helmet while at activities.

Carry water and First Aid Kit.

Bikes are considered personal equipment.

Bicycle's speed limit in camp grounds in 3 mph (walking speed).

Violation of bike safety rules will be grounds for loss of biking privileges.

Health Forms — Class | forms are required for everyone at the Camporee and are retained
by the Leader in charge of the unit for the weekend. Forms are available at the Council
Service Center or on the Camporee website. These forms need to be with each participant
while on the Road Rally.

Wristband Security - The Camporee Staff has a Health and Safety Chair who is charge
of Security of our Camporee and has been working in conjunction with local authorities
and Michigan International Speedway Security.

If an injury
(beyond what the Leader/Parent can handle) occurs, the injured person (accompanied by
the Leader/Parent) must be taken to a First Aid Station along with the injured person's
health forms for evaluation. First Aid locations will be identified at check-in.

M edical Emergencies - In case of an emergency, seek assistance from Camporee Staff.

Emergency Messages for Guests - In the case of an emergency, a message may be left
for guests by calling (734) 864-1984. The caller should have available the guest's name,
unit type and number. The Camporee staff will send personnel to that location and make
every attempt possible to deliver the message. Paging services are not available. Due to
the size of the event, there will be a delay in getting the message to the person.

Emergency Warning Siren - The Jackson County Sheriff's Department activates the
emergency warning for three minutes for a tornado warning issued by the National
Wesather Service, or weather-spotting personnel see atornado. An up and down walil is an
indication of some other type of emergency. The Camporee Sound System will alert you
of additional information when available. Please be prepared to take appropriate actions
such as those listed below, recommended by national agencies.

Inclement Weather / Thunderstorms/ Lightning Safety - Find a low spot away from
trees, fences, poles and grandstands. If you feel your skin tingle or your hair stand on end,
squat low to the ground on the balls of your feet. Make yourself the smallest target
possible and minimize your contact with the ground.

No youth will stay in the tent of an adult other than his or her parent or
guardian.
